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Due to changing populations, borders, and governments, as well as imprecise census data, the 

population numbers presented on this map are largely estimates. With our best intentions, the map 

data is meant to demonstrate how Jews have lived, been expulsed, and have been murdered throughout 

the world in the past 125+ years.
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
